PIN code (4 to 8 digits)

The PIN (Personal Identification Number) code
protects your SIM card against unauthorized use.
The PIN code is usually supplied with the SIM
card.

On the contrary, when PIN code is set Off, your
phone connects to the network directly without
the request PIN code.

PIN2 code (4 to 8 digits)

PUK code (4 to 8 digits)
